      In the Name of the Lord, peace and Good to you, dear Illustrious friend 

In reply to your human worries (Cf. Jb 31,35-37) and that is: 
“I beg you to disprove me in these fears and possible misunderstandings that I have” (or rather that at times we are together amongst brothers and sisters, almost at appearance contrary to what Saint Francis of Assisi said in the Franciscan Sources - Chap XII.. Reg. N.B. ), like so exactly I will ANSWER YOU with A LOT OF FRANKNESS (Cf. Heb 10, 35-36): 
One day ( in regards to S. Francis of Assisi and of our travels “at times” with two brothers with a sister or two sisters with a brother… but never a brother and sister alone together, or otherwise we’ll be expelled almost immediately from our community V.V. ) while we were travelling in France, I ( an ex owner of a big Pub with 1500 partners etc… ), another little friar (almost a teacher of music) and a little nun ( that had left a Doctors studio in tricology ), we received a trip from (in my respect) a pleasant, young, beautiful and intelligent engaged couple… and after these admirably asked us who we were, what we do, how we travel like so in total providence, and who gave us the courage to do this… like so the fiancé (who knew the Franciscan Sources almost better than me ) - sarcastically - told me : 
“ But tell me friar…, if I’m not wrong, I believe that St. Francis of Assisi, didn't take Saint Clare around with him in his travels or pilgrimages of total providence… therefore answer me, given that the sister is with you two, how come you do ?”... 
    To such an “intelligent” question, I - after a lightning like prayer - answered him (in certain way) like this: “Beh, dear brother, you’re right in this, given that St. Francis of Assisi didn't ever take Saint Clare around with him, however it’s also true that we shouldn’t ever forget, that our model for excellence, isn’t really St. Francis of Assisi and Saint Clare, but (also thanks to their example), be Jesus through Maria, and it be this woman that Jesus at times took around with him in his travels… if we look well into face the reality of what be written in the Holy Gospel (Cf. Jn 2, 12), and he not only took Mary along with him every now and then, but - if this wasn’t enough - as the Holy Gospel reveals to us even more, he also took with him besides the Apostles - the pious women - ”… (Cf. Lk 8,1-3), therefore, if we want to look at the reality of the Holy Gospel in the face (or rather, the Source - of the Franciscan Sources, which be the Holy Gospel), what would be the example of life closer to that of Jesus ?, the example of the first wandering woman or the second that was cloistral ?... [ For this also St. Francis of Assisi, in regards to other rules of other Saints said: 
    << Brothers, my brothers… I don't want to nominate myself to other rules, neither that of St. Augustine, nor that of St. Bernard or St. Benedict. The Lord has revealed to me, it be his Will that I be crazy in the world… ( so to be able to live all the Gospel in simplicity with the facts and in the Truth ! ) >> - ( F.S. 1673ss) ]  

Then the dialogue continued, but I stop here me, since Jesus has also said: 
“A lot of things I would still have to say…………” (Jn 16,12). Then the dialogue continued, right up to closing his mouth with (Ecclesiological) evidence, irony and incontestability, as  Saint Peter, the first Pope of the Universal Church says: “ Because this is the Will of God, that by doing good, you know how to close the mouth of the ignorance of fools !” (Cf. 1Pt 2,15), because: “In the same moment in which they slander you, all those who speak badly over your good behaviour in Christ remain ashamed,” (1Pt 3,16), Or rather:” Who says to reside in Christ - explains the apostle - has to behave as He is behaved ! ” (1Jn 2, 6), and that is, not only - as Jesus did and does, who -  comforts, exhorts and encourages all to look towards the Eternal kingdom of the Heavenly Father, where waits for us - in the holy Perseverance - the blessed Eternal Life or the Glorious Immortality (Cf. Mt 5, 11-12; Jn 17,3; Rm 8,18; Wis 2,23), but also to know how to say the following to whom clearly speaks badly before the grace of God, of so many young people that given their life to enlarge the mercy of God, and that is: “ Woe to you, hypocritical scribes and Pharisees, who pay the tithe of mint, of the dill and of the cummin, and infringe the most serious prescriptions of the law: justice, mercy and fidelity. These things are needed to be practised, those not omitted. You blind guides, who strain out gnats and swallow up camels ! Woe to you, hypocritical scribes and Pharisees, who clean the outside of cup and dish whilst the inside be full of robbery and intemperance. Blind Pharisee, first clean the inside of the cup, so that also the outside become clean!...” (Cf. Mt 23, 23-32). 

But, we hope this be the case of no one, because our desire, is that of truly becoming Saints, as in the way of Jesus, not to me the “least” in heaven, but “great” in the kingdom of Heaven (Cf. Mt, 5,19), because we’re convinced, that more we strive to imitate Jesus (who to 30%, who to 60% and who to 100% - Cf. Mk 4,20) the more souls we will be saved, as the Apostle has eloquently told us, and that is: “You with your example and your perseverance (in Christ), will save yourself and those who listen to you !” (Cf. 1Tm 4,16), and not only the apostle says this, but also the Madonna (from an apparition - recognized by the Church - ) she tells us: “ do you want to offer sacrifices and prayers for the conversion of sinners ? Look that many souls end up in hell because there is no one who sacrifices themselves and intercedes for them! >> (Cf. Mary from Fatima - 19.8.1917)... 
Therefore dear Illus. brother, lets try together to use the correct “methodology” for a more correct approach with the souls, any how, there’s place for all in the Church, for the scholars like the Apostle Saint Paul, but also - as explains the Sacred Scripture -for the initiates or out right even the illiterate like St. Peter and Saint John the Apostle, when for example we read : “ seeing the frankness of Peter and John, considering that they were without instruction and common people, they were amazed recognizing them for those who had been with Jesus” (Cf. Ac 4,13), otherwise one beautiful day, someone would have to hear, and directly from the Lord, to Change “methodology of approach” with the souls before entering into Heaven, given that it’s written: “If a wise man listens to an intelligent discourse, he will approve it and will complete it; if though a dishonest man listens it, he will be displeased by it and will throw it away over his shoulders !, .. because the knowledge of the unwise ( who will perish together with the fool – Cf. Ps [48],11 b), be incomprehensible discussions ! ” (Sir 21,15)… Therefore, dear brother, lets weigh up every one of our words before opening our mouths, because like so says the Lord: “ I tell you that on the day of judgment, man will have to answer for every unfounded word; since based on your words will you be justified and based on your words will you be condemned” (Mt 12, 36-37). But we hope that this not be the case of anybody, dear brother Illus.

But anyhow, to be more transparent and more “unconfirmed” over certain evil thoughts that you and others could have over the comportment between friars and sisters, know that to such regards it’s also written in our Internal Ruling V.V. (that you in good faith didn’t know) like so:

VARIOUS CLARIFICATIONS ON THE

BEHAVIOR BETWEEN

BROTHERS AND SISTERS
(CHAPTER III°) 

IN REGARDS TO THE BEHAVIOUR THAT NEEDS TO BE MAINTAINED BETWEEN THE MALE AND FEMALE RESIDANCE, "OBBAYING THE GOOD SENSE" 

  There is not one little friar, alone or accompanied, that can ever enter the residences of the little nuns, or vice versa, except by a possible permission of the Provincial. 

  In regards then, to the eventual common place, denominated: <<The Cenacle (internal V.V.) >> already described in the "various clarifications" on the residences, it is strictly forbidden (for when it is possible) to approach alone, so to avoid being found there alone, a little friar with a little nun, because as says our Graceful Diocesan Bishop, it is good "to Obey" to the Good Sense ! 

IN REGARDS TO THE BEHAVIOR THAT NEEDS TO BE MAINTAINED IN EVERY PLACE WITH WOMEN, OR VICE VERSA, "OBBAYING THE GOOD SENSE" 

  In regards then, to the behaviour in voyage and out of voyage of a little friar, (excepting the Priest in the briefest possible time of the Confession), in any place where he is found, shall do everything in the limits of the possible (Cf. Jn 8,9), to never be alone with a little sister or with a woman, or vice versa, for the little nuns; to avoid so further temptations or possible scandals; given that to such regards, so says the Lord: 

  << It is inevitable that scandals happen but woe to the man guilty of which the scandal happens ! >> (Mt 18,6), << it would Be better for him that a great millstone was tied to his neck, and then thrown in the depths of the sea >>. (Mt 18,6 B) 

N.B. Therefore ( in what ever place ), never be alone brothers and sisters, and if the case of exception happened, denominated in this Rule V.V. “for how much it is possible” or “ within the possible limits”, this brother and sister - that have to make the brotherly correction or etc… they be always and imperatively under the supervision of someone ! - Where outside of this Religious command, one falls into the serious risk of immediate expulsion of our community ! The Discourse is also valid for whoever sees this and doesn't report it to one of our superiors V.V., according to the Evangelical brotherly correction. (Cf. Mt 18, 15-17..). Amen ! 


         In conclusion (to your question)

Like so says our internal Ruling V.V. :
   “Having said this, since that we have come on this world, not to do what has been already done, but to do what still has to be done, so then not to loose even more time, between precepts and precepts, while there are a lot of souls to save (ref 1Tm 4,16), for the non- prescribed, I go back to all the suggestions of my Holy little brothers of Heaven, particularly to those of my dear Brother, St. Francis of Assisi, except of those that could vary the personality of our twin Tree (to his), wanted by the Lord and by Mary ! Yes, for the non- prescribed, other (than) to the Advice of all the ( Catholic ) Saints, we recall above all to all the Biblical Advice, "recapitulated in Christ" and "in His Roman Catholic and Apostolic Church, of latin Rite". (Cf.  Ep 1,9-10 ) Amen ! “  Given that we arn’t realy Franciscans of St. Francis and St. Clare,  but at the most – with the Spirit of the first Franciscans and first Carmelites… - we are - << The Little Brothers and Sisters of Jesus and Mary ! >>  as has already been explained, not only at the bottom of the Home page of this present website, but also our in our Charima, and in our Constitutions V.V. clearly listed by the green links in the Home page of this present website!   
P.S.
    For when regards if the Holy See will give us the permission to live together amongst brothers and sisters ( when we pray together in the internal cenacle – completely separated by from the two residences V.V. be it male or female – and etc… given that this style be found in the Acts of the Apostles – Cf. Ac 1,14), then dear Oblate friend, remember what the Cardinal of Sabina - a person worthy of veneration, lover of every Holiness and support to the poor of Christ – told the all those Bishops and Cardinals… including the Supreme Pontiff (not to a simple Oblate) who were almost all united in saying that the life style of Francis and those Little Friars be impossible… (Cf. F.S.1479): 
    “ This poor man, in reality asks us only that a form of Evangelical Life be approved to him. If therefore we reject his request, as too difficult and STRANGE, we aught to be careful it doesn’t happen that we insult the Gospel. If in fact one would say that in the observance of the Evangelical Perfection and in the vows to practise it that there is something strange or irrational or even impossible, one becomes guilty of blasphemy against the Gospel ! ” ( Cf. Mk 3,28-29).  Put in front of these reasons, the Successor of Peter turned to the poor man of Christ and told him : “ Pray to Christ, O son, so that through you be shown to us His Will ! ” >> ( F.F. 1062 ). 
    In poor words, if the Lord has created us as like a grape vine, anybody (including a Oblate friar or who ever it be) can persistently (to not remain deluded) to produce thorny chestnuts or dry figs !, also for this it’s written : << For the fig tree is not to blossom, nor the vines give fruit, the harvest of olives will cease, the fields will yield no food, the flocks will vanish from the folds, and the stalls will remain empty.. >> ( Cf. Hab 3, 15-19 ).
       Yes, for this like so concludes ( to avoid that some one would take us for Lutherans, Jahovah’s Witness or etc.. ) the Catechism of the Catholic Church, that in regards to not pretending to take tomatoes from the vine, says : << The soul that wants to progress in “Perfection”, must, according to the advice of St. John of the Cross, “  carefully watch out as to what hands it puts self into, because the disciple will be equal to the master, the son to his father.” And even more : “It’s necessary that [ the Guide ] is wise, prudent and rich of experience… If the directors don't have the experience than also be more sublime, they will never succeed in making the souls walk, when God will want to guide them, they rather won't even understand themselves ! >> (CCC 2690). And after this, let no one say that it takes a degree or a doctorate to guide souls, because St. Francis of Assisi, according to what Jesus had told him in the Franciscan Sources, he hadn’t been chosen by God because he was a great scholar, but precisely because he was illiterate, like so God could better demonstrate his Divine Omnipotence (Cf. F.F. 1777.. ). Amen ! 
Therefore, I hope to have been very clear in regards to all of your perplexities, on the relationship between brothers and sisters V.V., and the relationship that there be between our Rule, and that of St. Francis of Assisi, and on the eventual permission of the Saint See, in the possability of living the following biblical pass, and that is << All these were assiduous and in agreement in Prayer, together with some women and with Mary, Mother of Jesus ! >> (Ac 1, 14), otherwise, if someone said that it’s not possible to live also this biblical pass of the Acts of the Apostles that we have just read, then, firstly one ought attentively meditate the following pass of Jesus that says: 

 << Who therefore will infringe even the least of these commandments, and teach others to do the same, will be considered – least - in the Kingdom of Heaven. Who instead will observe them and teach them to mankind, will be considered – great - in the kingdom of heaven ! >> ( Cf. Mt 5, 19 ), and if you would then have something to subtly or distractedly say, then check out (other than Psalm [31], 9) - also a pass already here above quoted, and that is: “If a wise man listens to an intelligent discourse, he will approve it and will complete it; if though a dishonest man listens it, he will be displeased by it and will throw it away over his shoulders !, .. because the knowledge of the unwise ( who will perish together with the fool – Cf. Ps [48],11 b), be incomprehensible discussions ! ” (Sir 21,15) …  but we always hope, that it not bet he case of anyone. Amen ! Amen ! Amen !
