    - peace be with you ï my little spiritual pilgrims; in this 

ñHoly voyageò towards Peace and towards Paradise, our 

work will be that of ñMeditating and Livingò all the Titles of 

this Sacred document in our actual lives, especially from the 

Sacred departure and on. (Cf. Pg. 115n)   

    If we will do this (Cf. Pg. 115n), proposing it at its time also to 

others (Cf. Tb 12,6; 13,3-14; À), not only will we be saved (from sin 

and from the eternal darkness Cf. Tb 14, 10) but, at the end of 

times, we will also receive, the ñVictorious Crownò of the 

ñEternal Gloryò (Cf. Ps 117, 25; Ps 83, 12; Ps 63, 11; Rm 8, 18),  in the 

ñBeatific Immortalityò ! (Cf. Wis 2, 23) 

    Therefore, continuing the dialogue, my speech will be 

brief, << yes yes, no no >> (Mt 5, 37), that is, brief replies (to 

the many questions of so many people) to meditate, so to 

give to many, the ñ great possibility ò of completing a ñmore 

sensibleò; more simple, ñOrderedò, efficient and Truthful 

spiritual pilgrimage; and for who would want even more... to 

go even faster (Cf. Heb 2, 1-2) there will also be ï an extra gear ï 

that we will discover going on ahead. 

    I will be brief in my replies, because if I would have to 

reply all the intelligent and essential questions in an 

eloquent, in an explicit or to say better, in a very clear way, 

not even this so said life would be enough.  

    Therefore for whom ever be attentive in this reading, we 

will immediately and ñsensiblyò cross over a simple and brief 

spiritual walk, that on the contrary to a true descent towards 

the base of the things that pass, it will be a true ascent 

towards the heights of the things that donôt -ever- pass ! 
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    It will be for experience (Cf. Sir 34, 9-13) a real voyage in 

ascent towards God, that will not only shorten the distance 

between us and Him, but will shorten also the distance 

between us and His ñGrandiose Perfectionò, that sooner or 

later if we want, we can make live also in us (Cf. Mt 5, 48). 

Therefore if we want to Truly walk in this ñHoly Wayò 

towards the heights of God, we must cross it with attention 

in the reading and in the practice of life, through these two 

essential stages:  

  - the first stage - will be formed upon some puzzle pieces,  

that if they are put together with cautiousness and simplicity, 

upon the foundation of sincerity, will form the basis on 

which we will place the second stage. 

  - The second stage - be ñobligatorilyò based upon the first 

one, and it will be formed by varied puzzle pieces, which if 

also these be put together with cautiousness and simplicity, 

they will form the construction of our eternal dwelling in the 

heavens, right up to the glorious covering of the beatific 

immortality ï if we want it. 

    The two essential stages of the ñHoly Voyageò towards 

God, are and will always be these: 
 

1st)                         TO BELIEVE IN GOD

2nd)                TO GRADUAL L Y DO HIS WILL !

Do you believe in God ? Or do you have doubts in his existence ? 

Be sincere with yourself and reflect. 
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If you believe... thatôs good, but if you donôt believe or you 

have some doubts about his existence, in a certain way my 

dear brother, you are like he who wants to construct his house 

but doesnôt yet have a solid and ñconcreteò base upon which 

he can begin the work to construct it (Cf. Mt 7, 24-29), therefore, 

with the grace of the Lord and in His Name, I want to give 

you some luminous spiritual advice and the first is be this: 

    Pray, my dear brother or sister, so that  

    your uncertainty becomes ñcertaintyò ! (Cf. Mk 9, 24) 

And do you know why I say this to you? Because prize at 

stake is way too high, to let slip bye. 

    The second advice that is a little longer than the first be 

this other: 

    << A man from a distant relative, had received as gift a 

mysterious map, where within is marked a great treasure, he 

became pushed by a mysterious curiosity of wanting to 

know whether this great treasure really existed, or if it were 

only a great tale. 

    But what will he do to discover it ?  

He has just one way to discover it and that is: he must 

attentively meditate and diligently step by step put into 

practice, what be written in the mysterious map, until the 

ñsignò of the little cross marked on the place of the treasure, 

where he will still have to dig. 

    Only like this, will he be able to discover with certainty 

the existence of the infinite treasure promised by the distant 

relative, understanding in the mean time, the truthful solidity 

of the mysterious map. 

    Like so, similarly in a certain way, it be for he who 

searches for the supreme treasureé God, for which he 

will have to search for attentively and sincerely, through 

the mysterious universal map of the Sacred Scripture, so 

to find through It, the mysterious ñsignò of the Divine 

alliance, which will give him, if he digs well within it,             
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 ñthe certaintyò of the existence of the supreme treasure, that is 

God, and therefore as consequence, the certainty of infinitely 

better horizons, be it in spaces, in times, and in quality !

So my dear pilgrim, after having done this brief heavenly 

meditation, to confirm even better what I have just said to you, I 

want to have you now listen to what is written (in the Word of 

God) in regards to Heavenly Treasures ; and that is: 

 
 << My son, if you welcome my words  

 and keep within you my precepts, 

 turning your ear to wisdom 

 inclining your heart to prudence, 

 if precisely, you invoke intelligence  

 and call on wisdom, 

 if you search for it like silver 

- and dig for it - as though for treasures, - 

so then you will understand what fear of the Lord is...! 

So you will understand equality and justice, 

and uprightness with all ways of good, 

because wisdom will enter into your heart, 

and knowledge will delight your soul... 

so then you will walk sure along your way... 

and you will not fear... for the ruin of the wicked when it 

comes... but do not refuse to do good to those who are in 

need... if you have that of what they ask you, do not say: go 

and come again, Iôll give it to you tomorrow... 

Listen my son, and welcome my words... 

Do not go along the street of the wicked... but the street of 

the upright that be like the light of the sunrise >>. (Cf. Pr 2 ; 3; 4)  
 

Then search, dig and you will find what you are searching for,   
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 for this, in a certain way itôs written to prepare with the 

words and with the life, the Way of the Lord in the life of the 

people (Cf. Mk 1, 3) especially in those who search for him with 

all their heart: 
 

 straightening the paths of foolishness and falsity 

 with the rule of right intention; 

 and filling the ravines of shortcomings committed  

 with proper gestures or baskets of charity; 

 and lowering or levelling the mountains of pride 

 and the hills of superbness, 

with the shovel or rake of humility, 

and straightening the torturous ways of the crooked, 

with the lamp of reason and above all 

with the oxyhydrogen flame of fervent prayer,  

upon the honest passes of the upright, or on the great steps of the Saints,  

rather than on the tortuous steps of the wicked. (Cf. Lk 3, 4-6)  
 

Yes my dear pilgrim whose searching for the Lord, this Way that 

youôre reading, is the simple Way that has been prepared for you 

by he who cries out from the desert of this world with the 

eloquent sacrifice of his life, also to have you encounter Him.  

 

ñThis is the simple wayò where He lets Himself be found, 

such way to be crossed in the attentive reading and in the 

sincere effort of imitation. Therefore pass over the startôs 

ñgoò and run along it right up to the end, making every 

effort to not ruin it with falsity and foolishness, with 

shortcomings and pride, and with superbness and the 

tortuous steps of the crooked, because I remind you that 

you payed nothing to be admitted into the way of 

immortality, only the effort of a sincere baptism of 

conversion to a new life, thatôs already a very good and 

pleasing thing to God.   
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ñ Therefore courage, pass over the start ing line ò 
and seriously run along this Way, repeatedly trying to 
observe with love and devotion the universal signals of 

the Sacred Scripture, and He will soon make Himself 

ñloudly and clearlyò be heard, making you find what you 
are searching for, then dig in what you have found, and 

then you will truly understand what the fear of the Lord 

is, and your soul will delight to the infinite.  
    So then, only then will you walk sure along your street 

and no longer fear any harm, not even the harm of death, 
because with the mysterious ñsignò of the divine alliance 

that He will  have given you, not only will you have 

discovered with certainty the existence of God, but 
precisely with this, you will have also discovered the 

marvellous horizons of the celestial immortality ! 

    Therefore having heard this, once having seen the 
prize at stake that surpasses every intelligence, if you 

want you can really overpass the starting line, with a: 
    ñYes ! I want to change in Good, to find what 

      Iôm searching for, that is God ...ò 

and go on sure that youôll find what your looking for; 
because itôs written: << Search and you will find >> (Lk 11, 9).
